The Waikiki Beach Outreach Ministry is feeding
the homeless and hungry on the streets and
beaches of Waikiki and provided about 110,000
meals since 2003 and over 26,000 served in past
year (spending only $26,000) and celebrated 6
years July 4th. This is significant. God is
providing all the food as He allows us to serve
Him.

We meet 50 to 200 homeless and poor people
seven days a week, providing fellowship, prayer,
food, over 1500 Bibles, and encouragement.
About 300 different houseless and 50 very poor
people live and work in Waikiki that we serve.

Just as described in Acts 2, 4 and 6, We have
Bible study and breakfast every day at 8:30 AM.

7. Volunteers, including a person with a van or car
to pick up food as needed; and
8. Whatever help you or your organization can
donate, including Bibles, computers, office
supplies, NEW VAN, motor scooter, cars,
bicycles, paper, copier, printing assistance, etc.
